2.
It shall be deemed a condition of entry that neither the organisers nor landowners nor their agents shall be held responsible for any loss, injury, damage to competitors, onlookers, their property, servants or horses or ponies, howsoever caused.
3.
Everyone mounted, whether or not a competitor, shall wear correct riding clothes which must include Protective Headwear’, with a harness properly adjusted and fastened. 

Failure to do so will incur elimination.

Any farrier services utilised shall be charged to and paid for by the competitor. Unless otherwise stated, the BVRC does not guarantee that there will be immediate access to a farrier on the showground.

BVRC does not guarantee that the showground is a secure site. BVRC cannot guarantee that the showground perimeter cannot be breached by runaway animals. It is the responsibility of the competitor to ensure, so far as is possible, that runaways cannot occur.
